General information
Matching Maximize Solution Public Company Limited, (the “Company”) is a public limited company which is listed on the Stock Exchange of Thailand and is incorporated and domiciled in Thailand. The address of the Company’s registered office is as follows:

Head office: located 305/10 Soi Sukhothai 6, Sukhothai Road, Dusit, Bangkok.

Branch office: located at 260 Soi Sukhumvit 55, Sukhumvit Road, Khongton - North, Wattana, Bangkok.

For reporting purposes, the Company and its subsidiaries are referred to as the Group.

The group is principally engaged in the business of advertisement films production, providing film production equipment for rent and providing related services, production and distribution of magazines.

The interim consolidated and company financial information were authorised for issue by the Board of Directors on 10 August 2012.
The interim consolidated and company financial information have been reviewed, not audited.

2
Basis of preparation

These interim consolidated and company financial information are prepared in accordance with Thai generally accepted accounting principles under the Accounting Act B.E. 2543, being those Thai Accounting Standards issued under the Accounting Professions Act B.E. 2547, and the financial reporting requirements of the Securities and Exchange Commission. The primary financial statements (i.e., statement of financial position, income statement, statement of comprehensive income, changes in shareholders’ equity and cash flows) are prepared in the full format as required by the Securities and Exchange Commission. The notes to the financial information are prepared in a condensed format according to Thai Accounting Standard 34, “Interim Financial Reporting” and additional notes are presented as required by the Securities and Exchange Commission under the Securities and Exchange Act.

The interim financial information should be read in conjunction with the actual financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2011.

Basis of preparation (Cont’d)
Comparative figures have been adjusted to conform with change in preparation in the current year. The Group’s management has determined that the new accounting standards, amendments to accounting standards and new interpretation will not significantly impact the financial information being presented, except for TAS 12 Income taxes, which may have an impact on the financial statements.  Such TAS requires the Group to recognize deferred income taxes in full, using the liability method, on temporary differences arising from differences between the tax base of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts in the financial statements.  The principal temporary differences may arise from allowance for doubtful accounts, provision for goods returned, provision for impairment loss on investments and other assets, and tax losses carried forward etc.  The Group is currently study on the implication of this accounting standard in detail.  The standard will be effective for accounting period beginning on or after 1 January 2013. 
TFRS 8: The standard requires a ‘management approach’, under which segment information is presented on the same basis as that used for internal reporting purposes. The group will apply this standard from 1 January 2013. The expected impact is still being assessed in detail by management, but it appears likely that the number of reportable segments, as well as the manner in which the segments are reported, will change in a manner that is consistent with the internal reporting provided to the chief operating decision-maker.

Costs that are incurred unevenly during the financial year are anticipated or deferred in the interim report only if it would also be appropriate to anticipate or defer such costs at the end of the financial year.
